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FATAL MOTOR VEHICLE CRASH

On 03/10/2010 at 2:07 a.m., Plainfield Police Department responded to an
activated alarm at the Discount Liquor Store at 16200 South Lincoln Highway (U.S.
Route 30) in Plainfield, Illinois. Upon arrival, the first Officer observed broken glass on
the front of the business and located a white Chevrolet Tahoe in the parking lot. As the
officer approached the vehicle, it fled southbound on Lily Cache Drive at a high rate of
speed. The officer followed the vehicle but quickly terminated pursuit due to the high
rate of speed and dangerous road conditions.

As the officer continued south on Lily Cache Road, the officer observed the
offending vehicle crashed into several trees and on fire, on the east side of the road.
Plainfield Fire Department extinguished the fire and located a male occupant, deceased.
Will County Coroner’s Office responded to the scene.

Plainfield Police Department is investigating the Burglary to the Discount Liquor
under case report 10-1656. The crash investigation was turned over to the Illinois State
Police, District 5.

The occupant is described as a male, white, but at this time his identity is
unknown. The Chevrolet Tahoe was reported stolen out of Plainfield between March 7"

and 8", 2010.
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
